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#2. Cartomancy: forecasting the future by the manipulation and placing of cards; 

- Those involved in telling of fortunes by the use of cards often possess mediumistic abilities therefore once again you have demons associated with it. 

#3. Psychometry; type of clairvoyance that can take an item of clothing or objects used daily by an individual and to interpret mental-psychic impressions that have emanated from the person who wore or used the objects.  Some are able to do this thru handwriting also.

- parapsychologists attempt to explain this by saying that somehow the clothing or objects become impregnated with the thoughts and actions of the owner.

- what actually is happening is once again, mediumistic fortune-telling; go into a trance, become clairvoyant, and a demon is communicating to the medium the information.

#4. Palmistry:  reading one’s fortune thru the lines in the hands.  

- Palmistry, like card-laying, astrology and other forms of fortune-telling, can stimulate a strong compulsion to fulfill the predictions of the fortune-teller.

** 2 other methods found in Scripture; not commonly used today

#5. hepatoscopy;  reading the liver, the entrails of animals;  Ezk 21:21

- Divination by arrows;  Belomancy, names on shafts; mixed up;
#6. hydromancy; practice of reading water poured into a vessel or objects dropped into the water. common practice in Palestine and Egypt; 

g. Seeking to contact or communicate with the dead, also sets one up for contact with and influence by demons.

- term is necromancy;

6. Mechanics and Limitations of Demon Possession:  [some issues] 

a. There are 2 methods or paths of becoming involved in demon activity:

#1 Active pursuit by the individual of the occult,  of psychic activity; even active worship of Satan;  [Anton Levy]

#2 Passive submission: [pursuing something else and ending up in the occult, tied to demons] 

a. thru idolatry; most often associated with religion;   1 Cor 10:19-21;    Psa 96:5 

b. thru drugs; Gal 5:20  [farmakei,a]  

- when an altered state of consciousness (key) is achieved the result, the same experience is achieved whether this altered state or a trance state, was achieved thru drugs, hypnosis, yoga, TM, 

- the normal connection between the mind and the physical body is loosened, 

- this allows an “alien” mind, [alien to the individual - a demon]; to operate the brain and therefore influence the body and its actions

** What’s the main problem?? The individual has ultimately surrendered their will to another!   

- In controlled lab tests, of hypnosis, it has been concluded that the hypnotist is not the only one who has input into the subjects mind.

- The subject during the hypnotic trance; has no consciousness of what occurred during the trance.  Totally out of the loop so to speak;

c. Through seeking to learn the future thru some form of fortune telling whatever the means; sets one up as an easy mark for demons

b. In either case, whether active or passive, there is an active rejection of God and the gospel; (basic)  

c. The body of the person indwelt by the demon becomes the base of operations for the demons.

d. Possession can only occur in those who have reached the point of God consciousness and develop a strong negative volition to God and truth.  

- come to realize that God exists, but are ambivalent at best or completely negative at worst to that reality.

e. They, demons, can never at any time possess a believer; 

- the issue with a believer is influence of thinking, vpt!

- 1 Cor 6:19;  1 Jn 4:4;   Col 1:13;   1 Jn 5:18b;  Jn 17:15

As a believer you belong to God, this is a reality from the moment you believe in Christ, nothing can separate you from that position, not even Satan or any of His operatives.  [Rem: Rom 8:38-39]
